A piece of traditional Japanese history is being rediscovered as an eco-friendly
method of gift wrapping and carrying goods. Using furoshiki is the Japanese art
form of aesthetically folding square-shaped material for practical (1) purposes, such
(2 ) gift wrapping, transporting daily items or even as decoration. Incorporating
traditional Japanese history into gift-giving celebrations has elevated the art of
present wrapping, all while reducing our carbon footprint.

The sustainability of furoshiki is extended into gift giving, as the social protocol
of giving a gift wrapped in furoshiki is to return the cloth to the sender after
unwrapping the present, allowing the material to be repurposed again in the future.

Today's beloved furoshiki was given its name around 600 years ( 3 ), during
the Muromachi period. A Shogun named Yoshimitsu Ashikaga created a large
bathhouse in his Kyoto residence and invited many other high-ranking lords to
visit. To (4) ensure the lords didn’t confuse their belongings, they would wrap
their kimonos and personal items in a furoshiki usually emblazoned with their
family crest.

It wasn't long before furoshiki rippled out to the public, sparking a new trend for

transporting goods. From carrying shopping to elaborately wrapping sake bottles,
furoshiki became a household necessity. Today, furoshiki are still commonly used
to carry bento boxes to school and to hanami. They are loved by gift-givers as a
personal touch to elevate the craft of wrapping.

Traditionally, the colors chosen for furoshiki reflected the occasion they would be
used for. Warm colors, reds and oranges, were used for celebrations such as weddings
and birthdays. Darker colors would be used for more somber events like (6) funerals.

Like with many things across Japan, the four seasons have a great influence on
patterns and designs. Furoshiki can be embellished with bursts of cherry blossom
for spring, and clusters of maple leaves for autumn. Animal patterns are also a
popular choice for those wishing to invite luck, especially fabrics featuring the
zodiac animals.

The National Crafts Museum in Kanazawa City, Ishikawa Prefecture, held an
unusual Pokémon exhibition featuring the game’s characters as seen through the
lens of traditional Japanese crafts.

During the Edo period, Ishikawa Prefecture was an affluent area that (1) invited
Kyoto artisans from various fields to visit in the hope their crafts would take
root there. Even now, it is one of the few areas where all the tools used in the tea
ceremony are made locally. The region is still home to several educational craft
institutions that regularly turn out new practitioners. That heritage is a major
reason ( 2 ) the National Crafts Museum moved from Tokyo in 2020.

The idea of the craft exhibition was proposed ( 3 ) Tanaka Masami from the
company that produces Pokémon, which this year marks its 27th anniversary.
Tanaka wanted to focus on crafts that (4) persist in changing times. “There are

many different types of Japanese crafts and wonderful skills, and if I can work
with them, it will be a treasure that will (5) last forever,” said Tanaka.

A master of metalwork took up the offer to participate in order to help people
get to know his craft through Pokémon. Living National Treasure Katsura
Morihito produced works featuring the Umbreon character from the game.
Katsura, recognized as an Important Intangible Cultural Property holder in metal
engraving, uses a tool called a “tagane” to process metal. “(6) Initially, everything
that people used in their homes was crafted,” Katsura said. “Nowadays, it has come

to be something that is out of the reach of the general public. I'm looking forward
to how people will see my work, but at the same time, I'm also a little scared.”
Karasawa Masahiro, Director of the National Crafts Museum, described his goal
for the exhibition. “Through Pokémon, which is known around the world, I hope
that many people can feel the greatness and depth of Japanese crafts,” he said.

Americans flocked to gurus, meditation centers
and expensive retreats to practice healing, have massages and take self-knowledge
classes. Much of it disappeared like a passing fad.

But living in the moment is a good thing. Mindfulness is simply being aware of
things without judging them — nonjudgmental awareness. It's about deliberately
experiencing the details of everyday life. Our feelings, our joys, our observations.
